One way people can cope with troubling thoughts and impulses is by using defense mechanisms, a
term covering a variety of cognitive and emotional processes that may involve denying, inhibiting,
redirecting, or transforming such forbidden material. One specific mechanism we have focused on is
sublimation—a process by which people take forbidden or suppressed emotions and desires and
channel them toward productive, often creative, ends. We have found that people of different
religions tend to differ in their usage of particular defense mechanisms. And in recent work, we have

found that Protestants are much more likely to engage in sublimation than are their Catholic and
